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1. Introduction
The contribution provides a proposal to resolve the EN on Edge Enabler Client registration is optional or not.
2. Reason for Change
There is statement in an EN as follows:

It is FFS whether the Edge Enabler Client Registration may be considered optional.

Usually all the EES capabilities can be considered as optional as it is part of a enabler layer and it is up to UE implementation to consider using the EES capabilities provided.

The specification of EES capabilities towards UE should identify the need for depending upon other capabilities like EEC registration. Hence, it is not a question of EEC registration being optional or mandatory.

It is hence proposed to remove the corresponding statement from the EN.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v1.1.0.

Edge Enabler Client Registration

8.4.2.1
General 

An Edge Enabler Client performs registration with an Edge Enabler Server in order to use Edge Computing services offered by the Edge Enabler Server, e.g. discovering Edge Application Servers in an area of interest. The procedure also enables initialization or update of the Edge Enabler Client context information at the Edge Enabler Server. The context may be further used for edge-specific operations or processing, e.g. analytics.

Editor's Note:
It is FFS to determine which EES functionality (e.g. discovery) needs to rely upon maintaining EEC context in the system.

Editor's Note:
It is FFS whether and which information is provided by the Edge Enabler Client to enable the Edge Enabler Server to select the way of interaction with 3GPP network (e.g. selecting NEF, SCEF, or NEF+SCEF) for a UE.
