This solution addresses the key issue 3 described in clause 5.3 on group communication between MC systems.
The solution provides the capability for an MC service user for migration to another MC system during an ongoing group communication and to remain in the group communication.
[bookmark: _Toc57625372]7.x.2	Solution description
[bookmark: _Toc57625373]7.x.2.1	Procedure
The procedure is based on the following existing procedures:
-	MC service user receiving MC service from a partner MC system described in TS 23.280 [5] clause 10.1.4.3.2.
-	Exiting group call due to de-affiliation described in TS 23.379 [2] clause 10.6.2.3.2.
-	Late entry pre-arranged group call described in TS 23.379 [2] clause 10.6.2.3.1.1.4.
NOTE 1:	The solution is about ongoing group calls but may be applicable for ongoing private calls too.
NOTE 2: The solution is about MCPTT group calls but is applicable for other services too.
Pre-conditions:
1. The MCPTT client has one or more ongoing group calls in the primary MC system.
2. The MCPTT client has migrated into the partner MC system.


Figure 7.x.2.1-1:	Migration to partner MC system during ongoing group calls
Modifications compared to MC user profile migration in TS 23.280 [5] clause 10.1.4.3.2:
1.	After the Primary MC system has retrieved MC user profile for migration, the Primary MC system determines the ongoing group calls of the migrating MCPTT user.
2.	If there are any ongoing group calls for the migrating MCPTT user, the Primary MC system sends a group call leave request to the MCPTT client to indicate that the MCPTT user is de-affiliated from ongoing group call(s) provided in the Primary MC system. The group call leave request indicates that de-affiliation happens due to an MCPTT user migration to avoid sending an indication of de-affiliation to the MCPTT user.
3.	The Primary MC system sends all ongoing group call IDs in which the migrated MCPTT user is participating to the Partner MC system as part of the get migrated MC user profile response message.
4.	The Partner MC system shall interrogate group calls in its database and check whether those are ongoing in the Partner MC system as well.
5.	If any of the received group calls are ongoing in the Partner MC system, the Partner MC system shall initiate a late-entry procedure towards the MCPTT client.
6.	The MCPTT client indicates the successful migration to the MCPTT user.
NOTE 3: If there is no ongoing group calls in the Primary MC system, the Primary MC system will not provide any group ID to the Partner MC system and current procedure as described in TS 23.280 [5] clause 10.1.4.3.2 is applied.
