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1. Overall Description:

In the context of the EDGEAPP work item, SA6 identifies some issues when using the target DNAI in the UP path management event notification for the application relocation:
Issue#1: No way for AF to get the immediate DNAI associated with UE location and service (e.g., represented by the combination of DNN and optionally S-NSSAI, and application identifier) for further session
SA6 considers the DNAI as an input to select the EDN which deploys the application(s) UE is interested to access. However, SA2 currently only support to notify the target DNAI when DNAI changes happens within an ongoing session. The external entity has no means to get the DNAI corresponding to UE location and its interested application before the PDU session is started. 
Issue#2: Single target DNAI in the user plan path management event notification restricting the EAS/EES discovery
Currently, only one target DNAI is notified to the AF in the user plane path management event notification. However, in SA6, different EASs of the application deployed at different EDN represented by DNAI(s) may have different capabilities. So one single DNAI is not sufficient for to discover and select the target AF which satisfies the application specific requirements.
So SA6 kindly ask SA2 the following questions:

1) Will SA2 provide a mechanism to allow the AF to get the DNAI associated with UE location and its service represented by e.g., the combination of DNN and optionally S-NSSAI, and application identifier before the PDU session is established?
2) Will SA2 provide multiple target DNAIs in the UP path management event notification?
