The description of the MCPTT-4 and MCPTT-7 reference points in 3GPP TS 23.379 [6] applies considering that it utilizes the N6 reference point defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [7].

The description of the MCPTT-5 reference point in 3GPP TS 23.379 [6] applies considering that it exists between the MCPTT server and the 5GS. It is used for resource management of MCPTT sessions, e.g. QoS control, and utilizes the N5 reference point or the Rx reference point as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [7], 3GPP TS 23.502 [10] and 3GPP TS 23.503 [9].
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
