Discussions on ProSe in 5GS
Revised WID on System enhancement for Proximity based Services in 5GS in SP-210184 from SA2 was discussed. There was a debate on whether ProSe in 5GS should support L2 and/or L3 based relay, and whether U2U relay should be supported. Similar discussion took place in TSG RAN.

After inputs from RAN, and further discussions, the Revised WID was approved in SP-210272. The conclusion was that both L2 and L3 U2N will be supported, however further investigation in SA2 was suggested to evaluate if at least L3 U2U relay can be considered in Rel-17 (without RAN dependency).
