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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes provisioning of the EES to be monitored by the ECS.
2. Reason for Change
The EDN service should be the EDN service area in cl.7.3.3.5.
cl.8.3.1 mentions the ECS triggered service provisioning as follows: ECS receives the EDN/DNAI change notification of the UE from 5GC when the ECS subscribes to the user plane path management events as specified in clause 8.9.2.

It only specified the condition to trigger such service provisioning based on DNAI change which is associated with user plane path change, the corresponding monitored EES in the service provisioning subscription is still missing.

It is proposed to add EES endpoint in the service provisioning subscription request; otherwise the ECS doesn’t know which specific traffic related to EEC-EES communication it should monitor.
