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1. Introduction

This contribution clarifies that MSISDN should be excluded when GPSI is used as UE ID.
2. Reason for Change

The GPSI is an example that can be used as UE ID. However when it is used, it will be exposed to 3rd parties during the interaction such as service provision, EEC registration. According to TS 23.003, the GPSI is either an MSISDN or an External Identifier, MSISDN is sort of assets belonging to the MNO which should not leak to others, Therefore it should be specified that the MSISDN is excluded in the UE ID.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP in TS 23.558.

UE ID

The UE ID uniquely identifies a particular UE within a PLMN domain. Following identities are examples that can be used:

GPSI, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [02].
NOTE: The MSISDN in GPSI shall be excluded.
