3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].
MSGin5G Server: the server which provides MSGin5G Service.
Legacy 3GPP Message Gateway: the gateway used for MSGin5G Service to support interworking with legacy 3GPP message service.
Non-3GPP Message Gateway: the gateway used for MSGin5G Service to support interworking with non-3GPP message service.
Message Gateway: means Legacy 3GPP Message Gateway or/and Non-3GPP Message Gateway.

MSGin5G Message: the message supported by MSGin5G service, sent between MSGin5G server and client/Message Gateway.
MSGin5G Client: the client which supports MSGin5G Message delivery.
MSGin5G UE: the UE which has MSGin5G client.
Legacy 3GPP UE: the UE which supports legacy 3GPP message delivery (e.g. SMS, NIDD, etc).
Non-3GPP UE: the UE which supports non-3GPP message delivery (e.g. RCS message as specified in GSMA PRD RCC.07 [2], OMA LWM2M message as specified in OMA OMA-ERELD-LightweightM2M [3]).
MSGin5G Group: the group of UEs which use MSGin5G service, the member of MSGin5G group may be MSGin5G UE, Legacy 3GPP UE and Non-3GPP UE.
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
