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1. Introduction
This pCR provides update on EAS profile IEs to include information for dynamic instantiation support.
2. Reason for Change
There is no specified information elements related to the dynamic EAS instantiation in EAS profile. If an EAS provider has agreement on dynamic EAS instantiation with the EAS management system provider, an EAS provider would want to specify the related information in the EAS profile so that an EES can perform triggering EAS instantiation accordingly. The information for dynamic instantiation can include (i) whether dynamic instantiation is supported or not, (ii) instantiation triggering condition, (iii) instantiation trigger address information (e.g. URL of EAS management system), and (iv) EAS instantiation status (e.g. dynamic instantiation is enabled or disabled due to limit of scaling out)
3. Conclusions

Additional EAS profile IEs are necessary to provide EES with information related to the support of dynamic EAS instantiation.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558.
