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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to add description of information elements for Geographical Service Area.
2. Reason for Change
In clause 8.2, there is a clause to describe the information elements for the Topological Service Area, but there is no clause for the Geographical Service Area. Based on the description in clause 7.3.3.3, the Geographical Service Area can be expressed either by geographical units (e.g. geographical coordinates, circle, polygon, etc.) or by civic location elements (e.g. buildings, parks, arenas, civic addresses or ZIP code). As for the former geographical units, the shapes defined by TS 23.032 can be reused.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v2.1.0.

Geographical Service Area

A Geographical Service Area is an area that is specified by geographical units as defined in TS 23.032 [xx], such as: Geographical coordinates, an area that is defined as a circle whose centre is denoted by geographical coordinates, an area that is defined by a polygon whose corners are denoted by geographical coordinates. A Geographical Service Area can also be expressed in other ways such as: a well-known buildings, parks, arenas, civic addresses or ZIP code etc.

Applications can be configured to serve UEs that are in a specified geographical area and deny service from UEs that are not located in that area.

Whether and how geographical information is used by applications to provide or deny service is out of scope.
