For discussions of architecture aspects of application enablement in this document, the following architectural assumptions apply:

The positioning methods include the standard positioning methods supported for NG-RAN access as specified in clause 4.3 in 3GPP TS 38.305 [x], and the positioning methods supported for non-3GPP access as specified in clause 5.3.1 in 3GPP TS 23.273 [x].

The source of location may include other standard location service from the third party.
-
Location information must be always available and controllable to the PLMN operator when the application enablement architecture is within the PLMN operator domain.
