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1. Introduction
This discussion paper proposes to add a mapping between solutions and key issues to the new technical reports. 
2. Reason for the proposal
Release 18 study is atarting in SA6 and new technical reports are about to be produced. This is a good point of time to revisit the common structure of the technical reports. 
WG SA2 has been including a table mapping between the key issues and solutions in the technical reports, see for example 3GPP TR 23.754 (for FS_ID_UAS_SA2), 3GPP TR 23.776 (for FS_eV2XARC_Ph2), 3GPP TR 23.757 (for FS_5MBS). Such a table provides a quick overview about the solutions that are captured in the TR and makes it easier to read the TR and track current state of the study. 
Considering that SA6 is at the start of a new release and the past experience from SA2 TRs, it is proposed to use the similar practice in SA6 TRs. This would be in particular helpful for the study items with a large number of objectives where a larger number of key issues are expected and the solutions are expected to address aspects of multiple key issues.
3. Proposal

Proposal 1- In the beginning of Solution clause, consider adding a subclause with a table that maps each solution to the Key issue(s) that it fully or partially addresses. Example:
