Key Issue #X: AF-originated API invocation
4.X.1
Description

The AF-originated API invocation scenario corresponds to the following requirement specified in TS 22.261 [x]:

-
The 5G system shall be able to provide a third-party with secure access to APIs (e.g. triggered by an application that is visible to the 5G system), by authenticating and authorizing both the third-party and the UE using the third-party's service.
In this scenario, the AF invokes the northbound APIs, and the application on the UE consumes the service from the AF. The scenario is illustrated in figure 4.X.1-x.
Based on the requirement above, there is a need to consider the case where authentication and authorization of both the (third party) AF and the UE are required for API invocation.
