This contribution proposes a key issue on SEAL support for SNA.

Key Issue #X: SEAL support for SNA
4.X.1
Description

The SNA scenarios may be applied to SEAL services. The VAL client may invoke the northbound API via the VAL server and the SEAL server, or via the SEAL client. Enhancement in SEAL should be studied to support SNA.
For example, currently group creation procedure using group management client/server is initiated by an administrator or an authorized user/UE (TS 23.434 [x] clause 10.3.3). When applying SNA scenario to group creation, not only the procedure above but also a different scenario are allowed where an UE#1 requests the group management server to create a group with UE#2, and UE#2 grants the group creation. Such a grant type could be useful, e.g. for instant group creation, but it is not supported in the current SEAL specification.
Open issues:

1)
Study whether and how the SEAL supports the group creation procedure where the user consent should be obtained from the affected UE.
2)
Study architecture impact for VAL client and SEAL client to invoke northbound APIs in the UE-originated API invocation scenario for group creation.
3)
Whether and how the VAL server and/or SEAL server invoke the northbound APIs depending on the UE in the AF-originated API invocation scenario for group creation.
Editor's Note:
Whether SEAL services other than group management require study in the SNAAPP context is FFS.
