This contribution proposes the business relationship in SNA.

Key issue #2 captures that the business relationship between the user (UE), the AF and the northbound API provider needs to be studied for the case of AF-originated API invocation. The business relationship is studied to cover both the AF- and UE-originated API invocation.

Solution #X: Business relationship in SNA 
6.X.1
Solution description
This solution addresses the key issue #2 with regard to the business relationship between the user (UE), the AF and the northbound API provider in the AF-originated API invocation scenario. In addition to the AF-originated API invocation, the business relationship in the UE-originated API invocation is also addressed for a thorough understanding of the business relationship in SNA.
Figure 6.X.1-1 shows the typical business relationship in the UE-originated API invocation.
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Figure 6.X.1-1: Business relationships in the UE-originated API invocation
In the UE-originated API invocation, the API invoker is an application on a UE, which has service agreement with a CAPIF provider. The CAPIF provider and the API provider can be part of the same organization (e.g. PLMN operator), as described in 3GPP TS 23.222 [3] clause 5. When the CAPIF provider is a PLMN operator, the resource owner may be a subscriber of the PLMN.
Figure 6.X.1-2 shows the typical business relationship in the AF-originated API invocation.
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Figure 6.X.1-2: Business relationships in the AF-originated API invocation
In the AF-originated API invocation, the API invoker, acting as an AF, is typically provided by a 3rd party application provider who has service agreement with a CAPIF provider. The application user is an optional entity, which may have service agreement with the API invoker. The application user is typically a comsumer of the service provided by a 3rd patry application provider acting as an API invoker. The CAPIF provider and the API provider can be part of the same organization (e.g. PLMN operator), as described in 3GPP TS 23.222 [3] clause 5. When the CAPIF provider is a PLMN operator, the resource owner may be a subscriber of the PLMN.
