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1. Introduction
This pCR focuses on the information elements provided by the MC service server during the service annoucement. The information elements below do not include the MBS session mode or type. This information element is essentail for the MC service UE, as it needs to be aware of the MBS session type being announced in order to subsequently take the necessary actions, namely, to initiate a UE session join and UE session leave in the case of multicast MBS sessions. However, UE session join and UE session leave are not needed in broadcast MBS sessions. 
2. Reason for Change
The solutions below assume that the MBS session under consideration is either a broadcast MBS session or a multicast MBS session. However, in alighment with 3GP TS 23.247 [19] the session mode or type has to be included in the service annoucement step. Furthermore, some minor mistkaes are corrected.
