Key issue #x: Edge computing service policy framework

The EEL-provided services and such as service provisioning and EAS discovery are influenced by edge computing service policy configured in ECS and EES in release 17. The service differentiation provided by ECSPs (MNO or 3rd party provider) is also based on the rules in the edge computing service policy. However, it is not addressed how the edge computing service policy is created, provisioned and used. 

Open issues:
