Solution #6: Location service configuration
7.6.1
Solution description

This solution addresses key issue #5: Initialization and configuration for fused location service.
7.6.1.1
Service flow for fused location service configuration
The high-level service flow for fused location service configuration is illustrated in figure below. This service flow is based on fused location architecture of solution#1. 
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Figure 7.6.1.1-1: Service flow for fused location service configuration
1.
The location service is initiated at the Fused location server. This can be triggered by an application through e.g. a service request or triggered by an event, by which the location service requirements for a target UE are identified.
2.
The fused location server may query the location capability of the target UE e.g. the location system or location service or location methods supported by the UE. The fused location server may need to decide the location source from which to receive location information based on the location service requirements as well as the target UE's location capability.
3a.
The fused location server may invoke the LCS service e.g. 5GC-MT-LR Procedure (as defined in 3GPP TS 23.273 [4]) by acting as AF or LCS client.
3b.
The fused location server may invoke the SUPL service e.g. network initiated flows (as defined in OMA AD SUPL [10]) by acting as the SUPL agent.
3c/d.
If the fused location server decides to receive location from the 3rd party location system, the fused location  server configures the location service with 3rd party location server to establish the secured data connection and session for location reports, and to support the location system configuration tailored for the location service requirements. The fused location server also interacts with fused location client of the target UE to inform the location service configurations.

Solution evaluation


This solution provides a sequence flow for service configuration for fused location service, which allows for coordination of the location capabilities between fused location server and fused location client, and allows the multi-source of location networks (especially the 3rd party location systems) to be configured so that to adapt to location requirements. Such configuration needs to be supported when location service is initiated at the fused location server.
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
