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1. Introduction
This contribution introduces a solution for the integration of MSGin5G into SEALDD. The contribution complements the discussion document in S6-220195.
2. Reason for Change
Provides solution for Key Issue #4. SEALDD work will be greatly enahanced and discussions simplified if a way forward on the integration is agreed upon.

Solution #X: SEALDD and MSGin5G integration
6.X.1
Solution description

MSGin5G provides a data delivery messaging service enabling IoT device communications. It has been specified starting with Rel-17 in TS 23.554. 
SEALDD is proposed as a data delivery enabler layer for all the verticals utilizing SEAL. The use of IoT devices is not specific to a single vertical, therefore use of two distinct messaging methods is difficult to justify. Therefore, it is anticipated that deployments are best served by a single delivery service in the long run, as it renders moot issues of choice or interworking.
This solution proposes that SEALDD services are designed to be based on, and extend, the MSGin5G service. The solution proposes that this document focuses on capturing further  Key Issues and solutions relative to the TS 23.554 specification.
In the normative phase, it is proposed that a block transfer of TS-23.554 content (with possible restructuring) is adopted as a first normative step. It is expected that changes to the transferred text will ensue, partially based on the Key Issues/solutions captured in this document. 
This approach would result in the introduction of a new SEALDD service which fully supports Rel-17 MSGin5G features starting from Rel-18.

Solution evaluation

This solution addresses KI #4 on SEALDD and MSGin5G integration, as follows:
· Simplifying SA6 specification work, maintenance; avoiding duplication of efforts.
· Enabling faster development of SEALDD specifications in Rel-18
· Supporting deployments with a variety of data delivery needs via a single service, without the need for down-selection or integration
· Enabling Rel-18+ deployments with a service fully supporting Rel-17 features but without backward compatibility to Rel-17.
