As a feature, devices within a PIN can communicate with other devices, services and applications within the same PIN. Furthermore, PIN can connect to the 5G Network via a gateway to allow devices within the PIN to communicate with UEs, services and applications available on the 5G network. Also, as a feature, some of the devices in PIN has the permissions that they can communicate with other device outside of PIN with the help of 5GC. 
From the aspects of route control, it is required to study the following:
-	How to the operator to determine the availability of 5G Network of a PIN?
-	Which kinds of route control information is required for PIN to connect 5G network? 
-	How to support PIN management receive route control information from 5G network?
