General
The FAE capabilities (FAE client and FAE server) utilize configuration management service procedures of SEAL to support FF services. The configuration management service of SEAL is utilized for offline configuration (before the FF UE is receiving the FF service from the FF application specific server) and online configuration (during the FF UE is receiving the FF service from the FF application specific server).

Information flows

The following information flows of configuration management service of SEAL as specified in 3GPP TS 23.434 [5] are applicable for the FF applications:
-
Get VAL UE configuration request specified in clause 11.3.2.1; 
-
Get VAL UE configuration response specified in clause 11.3.2.2; 

The usage of the above information flows are clarified as below:

-
The VAL UE ID is the FF UE ID;

-
The VAL service ID is the FF service ID; 
-
The VAL UE Information is the additional FF UE related information required to identify the configuration data (e.g. device type, device vendor, etc);
-
The VAL UE configuration data is the FF UE configuration data, which may includes:
-- The FAE server address information;

-- The FF service information of the FF application specific server.
