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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes a new key issue on enhancement of EES.
2. Reason for Change
During the Rel-17 study, we discussed EES provides supporting functions needed for EASs and EEC.
Functionalities of EES are:
a)	provisioning of configuration information to EEC, enabling exchange of application data traffic with the EAS;
b)	providing API invoker and API exposing functions as specified in 3GPP TS 23.222 [6];
c)	interacting with 3GPP Core Network for accessing the capabilities of network functions either directly (e.g. via PCF) or indirectly (i.e. SCEF/NEF/SCEF+NEF);
d)	exposing events related to ACT;
e)	EEC context transfer between EESs;
e)	supporting external exposure of 3GPP network and service capabilities to the EAS(s) over EDGE-3;
f)	registration functions (i.e., registration, update, and de-registration) for the EEC(s) and the EAS(s); and
g) triggering the EAS instantiation on demand.
In addition to the above functions, more functions that belong to EES can be discussed to offer better service to EAS

The Functionalities of EES in Rel-17 are very general, (e.g. supporting service capabilities to the EAS(s) over EDGE-3),whether the service capabilities can be invoked by an EAS that registered on other EES is not discussed ; EES can trigger the EAS instantiation on demand for UE, whether EES can trigger a service provider instantiation on demand for another EAS acting as a service invoker, in order to solve such questions, we may put forward new functional requirements for the EES
Open issues:
-	Which data plane functions should be enhanced in EES？
-  Whether and how EES provide service APIs to EAS that registered on different EES(e.g. Adjacent EES node)?
-  Whether and how EES provide service APIs to AC？
-	Which enhanced network capabilities can be offered to EAS?
-  Which functional entity should responsible for the unified edge capability exposure management from different EES?
