10.16.2.X Migration during an ongling private communication
10.16.2.X.1 General 
This subclause provides a genric guidance on the behaviour an MC service client follows to perform migration during an ongoing private communication, e.g., MCPTT private call. Once the MC service client detects the need to migrate during an ongoing private communication, it may initate preparations and UE configuration which facilitate migration as mentioned in clause 10.1.1.2. The described procedure is applicable to the scenarios whether an MC service client is migrating into its primary MC system or a partner MC system. 
10.16.2.X.2 Information flows
10.16.2.X.2.1 Private call suspend notification

10.16.2.X.3 Procedure
Figure 10.16.2.X.3-1 represents a generic procedure to be followed when migration is needed to be done during an ongoing private communication, e.g., private MCPTT call. 


Figure 10.16.2.X.3-1: Migration during ongoing private communication. 
1. A private call takes place between MC service client 1 and MC service client 2, where the former is connected to MC system A and the latter to MC system B. 
2. The MC service client 1 detects the need to migration into MC system C and user 1 is notified to be prepared for possible service interruption. Furthermore, upon detection, MC service client 1 performs initial steps to be considered prior migration, e.g., UE configuration, authorization, and selection of user profile that permits migration, as described in clause 10.1.1.2.
3. MC service client 1 sends a private call suspend notification to MC system A. 
4. The private call suspend notification is then to be sent from MC system A to MC system B. 
5. The private call suspend notification is then sent from MC system B to MC service client 2 in order to put the call on hold during the migration process. Hence, MC user 2 is informed that the call is to be on hold due to migration.
6. MC client 2 may send a private call suspend acknowledgment to MC system B. 
7. MC system B may then send the acknowledgement to MC system A. 
8. MC system A may then send the acknowledgement to MC client 1 to acknowledge the reception of private call suspension. 
NOTE 1: Steps 6-8 are optional. 
9. Migration takes place and MC system C retrieves MC service client 1 profile:
9a. if MC system C is the primary MC system, retrieval of MC service client 1 profile takes place according to clause 10.1.4.3.1. 
9b. if MC system C is a partner MC system, retrieval of MC service client 1 profile takes place according to clause 10.1.4.3.2.
10. As part of the migration procedure, authentication and signal plane migration takes place according to clause 10.1.6.2.
11. Once the migration is finalized and connection is established, MC service client 1 which is now connected to MC system C sends a private call resume notification MC system C. 
12. The private call resume notification is to then be sent to MC system B. 
13. The private call resume notification is then to be sent to MC client 2 to change the status of the private call from on hold to active. 
14. MC service client 2 may send a private call resume acknowledgment to MC system B. 
15. MC system B may then send the acknowledgement to MC system C. 
16. MC system C may then send the acknowledgement to MC client 1 to acknowledge the reception of private call resume notification. 
NOTE 2: steps 14-16 are optional. 
17. The private call continues between MC service client 1 and MC service client 2, where the former is connected to MC system C and the latter to MC system B.
