Overall description
3GPP SA6 is working on the alignment of EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC as part of the Release 18 study of FS_eEDGEAPP and has captured one Key Issue (KI#5) in TR 23.700-98. In order to reach a common understanding of the alignment issue, 3GPP SA6 would like to share its view on the approach for such alignment. Furthermore, some alignment works in 3GPP SA6, require a feedback and reciprocating action from ETSI MEC side.
Registration of an application is supported by both ETSI MEC and 3GPP. 3GPP SA6 proposes to enable an application to perform registration on the platform, e.g. EES or MEP, similarly. For that purpose, SA6 proposes to align the IEs within EAS profile and appInfo, as described in the attachment.

(1) SA6 asks ETSI MEC to kindly consider the above description and the attached pCR into account and provide feedback on the approach.

(2) SA6 also asks ETSI MEC to provide feedback on the following issue: For EAS registration, EAS endpoint IE is mandatory. Currently, endpoint is optionally included in appInfo. In order to enable an application to register on EES this IE needs to be mandatory.
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
