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1. Introduction
3GPP TS 23.280, clause 5.16.4 defines the following requirements:
 [R-5.16.4-007] An MCX Service System shall provide a mechanism to allow secure exchange of administrative and security related information with interconnected MCX Service systems without compromising the integrity and security of either system.

[R-5.16.4-008] An MCX Service System shall provide a mechanism to allow exchange of administrative and security related information with interconnected MCX Service systems without exposing the internal network topology of either system.
This pCR adds a key issue to investigate how to fulfil these requirements for the administrative configurations exchange between interconnected MC systems. 

2. Reason for Change
Adding a key issue addresses the secure administrative configurations exchange between interconnected MC systems without compromising the integrity and security, and respecting the topology hiding for involved MC systems.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-38 v0.2.0.

Key issue x: Secure exchange and topology hiding 
Administrative configurations exchange is performed between MC systems, sharing the same security domain, or are located in different security domains. This would imply the need to ensure a secure exchange between MC systems, and at the same time without exposing the network topology of involved MC systems.
