Solution #16: EAS discovery for different users 

7.16.1
Architecture enhancements

7.16.2
Service differentiation based on edge service priority
7.16.2.1
General

The following solution corresponds to the key issue #12 on service differentiation for users.

In this solution, the edge service priority is introduced to achieve service differentiation. 

The edge service priority could be a list of UE identifier(s) who has higher priority in the EEL. It enables ECS support to handle the information of user priority or something like "allowed-list", or EAS deployment segmentation in EDN.

Procedure  
7.16.2.2.1
Service differentiation during the service provisioning
In this procedure, when ECS receives the Service Provisioning request, the ECS identifies the EES based on pre-configured edge service priority. 
The procedure of Service Provisioning for different users follows procedures defined in clause 8.3.3.2 TS 23.558 with following changes:

Pre-conditions:

1.
The ECS is locally configured with the edge service priority and ECSP policy indicating whether the service differentiation based on the edge service priority is going to be used.
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2. If AC profile(s) are provided by the EEC, the ECS identifies the EES(s) based on the provided AC profile(s), the UE location, and optionally, the edge service priority could be taken into consideration to provide different edge service to different user. 
When AC profiles(s) are not provided, then:

-
if available, the ECS identifies the EES(s) based on the UE-specific service information, edge service priority at the ECS and the UE location;

-
ECS identifies the EES(s) by applying the ECSP policy (e.g. based only on the UE location, or based on the edge service priority and UE location.
7.16.2.2.2
Service differentiation during the EAS discovery
When the EES and the ECS belong to the same operator, the edge service priority as well as the EAS discovery policy could be provided to the EES to provide service differentiation during the EAS discovery. In this solution, when EES receives the EAS discovery request, in addition to service permission level filter, the EES identifies the EAS based on edge service priority and pre-configure EAS discovery policy (e.g. selecting the EAS with Maximum Request rate).
The procedure of EAS discovery for different users follows EAS discovery procedures defined in clause 8.5.2.2 TS 23.558 with following changes:
Pre-conditions:

1.
The EES has the edge service priority provided by the ECS. And the priority EAS discovery policy has been pre-configured (e.g. selecting the EAS with Maximum Request rate)
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2.
When edge service priority and EAS discovery policy are provided, the EES may select the EAS based on the pre-configured EAS discovery policy (e.g. selecting the EAS with Maximum Request rate).

Solution evaluation
The proposed solution solves key issue#12. This solution proposes to enable the ECS and EES provide service differentiation based on edge service priority during the Service Provisioning and EAS discovery. The edge service priority is configured in the ECS and could provide to the EES belonging to the same vender.
