1. The announcing  EES sends an Announce common EAS request to the receiving EES. The request message includes the requestor identifier [EESID],  security credentials and CEAG ID.
NOTE: Other information to be included in the announce common EAS request is FFS.
2.	Upon receipt of the Announce common EAS request, the receiving EES authorizes the request from the announcing EES. The receiving EES stores the EES ID of the announcing EES and the CEAG ID received. This information may be used for ACR or Common EAS synchronization procedures.
3.	The receiving EES sends an Announce common EAS response to the announcing EES.
