[bookmark: OLE_LINK37][bookmark: OLE_LINK38]After the location management client setup an IP connection with the location management server over non-3GPP access ,e.g. as described in clause 5.42 of TS23.501[10], the location management server can request UE location information by sending a location information request (may include the location access type for the target UE) to the location management client via the IP connection, which may trigger the location management client to send the location report immediately or based on the event-triggered condition. 


Figure 9.3.x-1: Location reporting procedure over non-3GPP access
1.	The VAL server sends location information request to the location management server to get the location information for the target VAL UE(s).
2.	The location management server requests UE location information from the location management client over non-3GPP access by sending a location information request which may include the location access type (e.g. as described in clause 6.1.6.3.6 and 6.1.6.3.17 of TS 29.572[x]) for the target UE as described in clause 9.3.2.3.
3.	The location management client notifies the VAL user or VAL UE and asks about the permission to share the UE’s location. The VAL user can accept or deny the request. 
4.	If the VAL user accepts to share the UE’s location request, the location management client may immediately or based on the event-triggered condition to send the location management server with a location report over non-3GPP access.
5. Upon receiving the report, the location management server updates location of the reporting location management client. If the location management server does not have location information of the reporting location management client before, then just stores the reporting location information for that location management client.
6. The location management server provides the received location information report to the VAL server.
