	Reason for change:
	The introduced CR provides two updates related to preconfigured group regroup in 3GPP TS 23.280. First, the two ENs in clause 10.15.1 are removed. The first one is related to implementing preconfigured group regroup for MCPTT services. Preconfigured group regroup is already covered in 3GPP 23.379, and implemented in stage 3 specs. The second EN is related to the common functional architecture, which is already set and defined.
Furthermore, the CR updates the precondition of adding a newly affiliated users into an ongoing preconfigured group regroup. The updated precondition includes the case when the new users matches the criteria (as introduced in S6-230513).known at the MC service server which is used to select MC service clients/groups into the group regroup. This update matches stage 1 requirement [R-6.6.4.2-002b] in 3GPP TS 22.280.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	· Removing two ENs related to preconfigured group regroup for MCPTT services, and the impact of preconfigured group regroup procedures on the common functional architecture. 
· Updating the precondition to allow adding new MC clients which meet the preconfigured group regroup criteria. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Two ENs may create confusion related to implementing preconfigured group regroup, and not meeting stage 1 requirements related to new MC service clients which meet the criteria of the ongoing preconfigured group regroup.

The following subclauses specify the information flows and procedures for group and user regrouping using preconfigured groups for a single MC service, and which are utilised by the following MC services:
-	MCVideo (as specified in 3GPP TS 23.281 [12])
-	MCData (as specified in 3GPP TS 23.282 [13])
Editor's note: Whether these procedures can be utilized by MCPTT is FFS.
MC service specific pre-requisites and resultant behaviour by functional entities in performing these procedures are specified in the respective MC service TSs as listed above.
Editor's note: Whether these procedures impact the common functional architecture is FFS.

Figure 10.15.3.4.1-1 illustrates the procedure to add a newly affiliated user to an in-progress preconfigured MC service group regroup operation. 
Pre-conditions:
-	The MC service client is a member of a MC service group that is part of an in-progress preconfigured group regroup operation, or the MC service client meets the criteria known by MC service server to select users to participate in an ongoing preconfigured group regroup.
-	The MC service group identity and group configuration for the preconfigured MC service group has been preconfigured in the MC service client, and the MC service client has received the relevant security related information to allow it to communicate in the MC service regroup group.



Figure 10.15.3.4.1-1: Procedure to add a newly affiliated user to a preconfigured group regroup
1.	The MC service client affiliates to an MC service group that is currently part of an in-progress preconfigured group regroup. The affiliation follows the procedure in section 10.8.3.1 of this specification.  
2.	The MC service server retrieves the MC service group ID of the regroup group and the MC service group ID of the group from which configuration information for the regroup group is to be taken.
3.	The MC service server sends the preconfigured regroup request to the MC service client.
4.	The MC service client notifies the user of the regrouping.
5.	The MC service client may send the preconfigured regroup response to the MC service server to acknowledge the regrouping action. These acknowledgements are not sent in response to a multicast transmission of the preconfigured regroup request.
6.	The MC service server affiliates the regrouped MC service client to the regroup group.
Editor's note: It is FFS whether this procedure can be generalized to apply to both preconfigured and GMS-based group regrouping.
Editor's note: Affiliations of the MC service client to the regroup group in the MC service server and coordination to the MC System is FFS.
