5.3 EDGE-9 and Mp3 reference points
EDGE-9 reference point in EDGEAPP architecture is used to provide target EAS discovery to support ACR in case of mobility of user from one EES to another EES. On the other hand, Mp3 reference point between MEC platforms is used for control communication between MEC platforms [3] with a separate application mobility service [8] being provided in support of mobility of users between MEC hosts within a MEC system. Currently, ETSI MEC has not specified APIs over Mp3, there are no overlap or equivalent functionality between the APIs on EDGE-9 and Mp3 reference points.
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
