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8.3.7 Message forwarding between MSGin5G Servers
If a recipient UE is registered to an MSGin5G Server in another domain than the domain of the originating UE, the message needs to be forwarded to the MSGin5G Server to which the recipient UE is registered. Figure 8.3.7-1 shows the procedure for message forwarding between MSGin5G Servers.
The reference point between MSGin5G Servers is MSGin5G-8.
Pre-conditions:
1. MSGin5G Server 1 has received a message that needs to be delivered to a recipient UE that is registered to another MSGin5G Server.
2. The sending MSGin5G Server is configured with the address of the MSGin5G Server that serves the domain of the recipient UE.
3. Both the sending and the receiving MSGin5G Servers are configured with credentials for mutual authentication and authorization.



Figure 8.3.7-1: Message forwarding between MSGin5G Servers
The procedure includes the following steps:
1. MSGin5G Server 1 forwards the message request to MSGin5G Server 2. The request includes the information listed in table 8.3.2-1 where the Recipient UE Service ID shall be included for the receiving entity. 
2. MSGin5G Server 2 validates the message request and authorizes MSGin5G Server 1.
3. MSGin5G Server 2 delivers the message to the recipient UE as specified in clause 8.3.3.
For message delivery by MSGin5G Server 2, Store and forward service may apply if the Store and forward flag is included in the message request in step 1.
