SA6 thanks CT3 for its LS on providing and querying a signaling optimization to provide a list of UE(s) as the target to any API. 
There are examples in SEAL where providing a list of UEs as the target of an API is identified, where authorized to do so by SA3 specifications. Please reference the SEAL specification for specific instances. Signaling optimization has not been a primary consideration when defining the SEAL APIs where a list of UEs is the target. SA6 does not intend to exclude the possibility that other APIs can also support a list of UE(s) as input, if needed, but it may not apply to every northbound API.
Therefore, SA6 kindly asks CT3 not to add a list of UEs as the target of an API unless specified within stage 2 specifications to avoid unintended consequences.
