	Reason for change:
	[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Currently, the MCPTT utilizes the preconfigured regroup procedures in 23.379 while the MCVideo and MCData utilize the preconfigured regroup procedures in 23.280. However, the requirements of the preconfigured regroup for all the three services are identical. Now the two sets of procedures are not fully aligned and make it difficult to maintain the consistency between the 23.280 and 23.379.
In order to resolve the issue, keeping a single preconfigured regroup procedures in 23.280 for all the services is a good choice. 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK16]So the descriptions in table 10.15.2.1-1, 10.15.2.2-1, 10.15.2.3-1 should be updated with the corresponding IE from 23.379
