1	Overall description
In Rel-18 SA6 implemented an EEC triggering service utilizing the Application Triggering feature (or Device Triggering) provided by the 3GPP core network via NEF or SCEF. The EEC triggering service  is specified by SA6 in 3GPP TS 23.558 clause 8.16 and can be used to initiate procedures over EDGE-1 or EDGE-4.
SA6 is discussing proposals (see S6-23xxxx) to include optional information about the port number on which an EEC is to be triggered in requests provided to the network prior to triggering. This proposal supports usecases such as those of UEs hosting multiple EECs. 
During discussions a view that EES/ECS port determination should not involve 3GPP emerged. This view relies upon the specifications below, with the understanding that service providers (ASP, ECSP) should preset/configure the port in EEC and the EES/ECS, along with providing this information to the MNO.
From 3GPP 23.040 clause 9.2.3.24.4  ( Application Port Addressing 16 bit address) port number value range 16000 - 16999 is specified as 
“ Available for allocation by SMS applications without the need to refer to 3GPP or IANA. See Note 2.
[…]
NOTE 2: Port numbers in the range 16000 – 16999 are assigned by IANA for UDP and TCP transport. The range is not allocated by 3GPP and is available for any SMS application. There is a risk of port numbers in this range having conflicting applications. If it is desirable to avoid such a conflict then an application for a port number in the range 49152 – 65535 is to be made to 3GPP.”
