5.X 	Key issue #X: E2E Multi-Modal Communication Flows
[bookmark: _Hlk87541178]Many XR use cases will require E2E multi-modal communication flows between application clients and application servers. SA1 defined requirements for tactile and multi-modal communication service in 3GPP TS 22.261 clause 6.43, including the support to provide policy(ies) for flows associated with an application. 
In those cases where application client and application server support are not available for end-to-end multi-modal communication flow management, the application enablement layer (i.e., SEALDD client and SEALDD server) can support this functionality through interaction with 5GC and management of the end-to-end multi-modal communication flows. 
This key issue will study:
-	Whether and how to support the E2E multi-modal communication flows between application clients and application servers within SEALDD service?
-	Whether and how to support the interaction between the SEALDD service and 5GC to manage E2E multi-modal communication flows between application clients and application servers?
-	Whether existing SEALDD measurements or new SEALDD measurements are required to manage E2E multi-modal communication flows between application clients and application servers?
-	Whether and how to support traffic burst management and synchronization for E2E multi-modal communication flows between application clients and application servers?
