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1. Introduction

The chapters on Regulatory Issues and Spectrum need several improvements:

· In 8.1 on Regulatory Issues, which is currently empty, we would add the need to satisfy any region’s regulatory requirements without impacting other regions’ implementations.
· The chapter on Spectrum, 8.2, needs to emphasize that spectrum is essentially an ITU-R/WRC issue.
· The chapter on Spectrum, 8.2, needs to emphasize that 3GPP requirements should not require new spectrum, and that flexible use of existing spectrum is an important goal.

Regulatory issues
· The regulatory requirements in all regions must be considered, but one region’s regulations should not force implementation in another region

· Regional regulatory requirements should be globally standardized but as optional features so as not to be globally mandated

Spectrum

· First and foremost, spectrum is really an ITU-R/WRC issue and outside the scope of 3GPP

· We cannot assume that new radio technology requires new radio spectrum. This TR should not require new spectrum although we should not rule out the availability of new spectrum

· Flexible use of existing spectrum should be a goal
