Overall description
3GPP SA5 has completed its Release 18 study work on the enhanced intent driven management services for mobile networks. One of the main outcomes is the investigations and potential solutions for collaboration with other SDOs. For the management of 3GPP network and services, two potential deployment scenarios for intent interface are identified:
· Potential deployment scenario#1, in this deployment scenario, 3GPP intent driven MnS can be applicable for following kinds of standardized reference interfaces for the management of 3GPP network and services:

- Management interactions for Intent-NOP (Intent from Network Operator) between NOP (Network Operator) and NEP (Network Equipment Provider);

- Management interactions for Intent-CSP (Intent from Communication Service Provider) between CSP (Communication Service Provider) and NOP (Network Operator);

- Management interactions for Intent-CSC (Intent from Communication Service Customer) between CSC (Communication Service Customer) and CSP (Communication Service Provider); 
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· Potential deployment scenario#2, in this deployment scenario, 3GPP intent driven MnS can be applicable for:
- Management interactions for Intent-NOP (Intent from Network Operator) between NOP (Network Operator) and NEP (Network Equipment Provider);

- Management interactions for Intent-CSP (Intent from Communication Service Provider) between CSP (Communication Service Provider) and NOP (Network Operator);
And TM Form intent management API (defined in TM Forum 921A) can be applicable for following kinds of standardized reference interfaces for the management of 3GPP network and services:
- Management interactions for Intent-CSC (Intent from Communication Service Customer) between CSC (Communication Service Customer) and CSP (Communication Service Provider).
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To support the deployment scenario#2, following contents described in TR 28.912 can be used as guidelines for transformation functionality between TM Forum intent management API for intent-CSC (Intent from Communication Service Customer) to 3GPP intent driven MnS for intent-CSP (Intent from Communication Service Provider).

- Mapping the 3GPP and the TM Forum intentExpectation Models.
- Comparison of 3GPP intent management operations and TM Forum intent management operations.

- Comparison of 3GPP Intent procedures and TM Forum Intent management functionality.
