Overall Description:

ETSI TISPAN NGN project would like to inform 3GPP that their current endorsement strategy is to endorse the currently available version of 3GPP specifications, at release 7 if available. This means in general that the current endorsed versions will be the September 2005 versions of 3GPP specifications. The full list of directly endorsed and referenced specifications is attached.

This document may also be found at http://portal.etsi.org/docbox/tispan/tispan/83-TISPAN-3GPP-Tracking/ for those with an ETSI on line account.

Many NGN release 1 deliverables are currently in the process of approval at various stages. This means that some deliverables will continue to reference the September 2005 versions of 3GPP specifications because it is too late to make changes. Others may be able to refer to the December 2005 versions. Some changes may depend on the level of technical change that is required to be addressed between the two versions, and this will take place on a case-by-case basis. Similar issues may apply with the March 2006 versions for any documents (e.g. NGN release 2) that are under approval at that date.

It is noted that some of the documents being endorsed do not yet exist in release 7 versions, and therefore the release 6 versions are currently referenced. 

ETSI TISPAN NGN is in the process of contributing necessary changes to 3GPP.

Addendum:
Information from TISPAN Chairman about TISPAN-3GPP future interactions
A.1 – Liaison Coordinator

It becomes increasingly important to ensure close coordination and relationships between TISPAN and 3GPP, on a number of issues (IMS-related or even beyond, e.g. Management).

At TISPAN#8 it was agreed to appoint a "Liaison Co-ordinator" between TISPAN to 3GPP, and Mr Christer Holmberg (LM Ericsson) was appointed and kindly accepted to take on that function.

This function will consist in representing TISPAN matters in relevant 3GPP meetings he will attend (mainly CT1) and acting as a contact point for TISPAN-3GPP interactions and issues.

Note – This function does of course not imply dealing with all the issues nor to attend all meetings where these issues of common TISPAN-3GPP interest are addressed, but rather to report the issues and to ensure that they are properly addressed and progressed in a coordinated manner.

A.2 – Other interactions and coordination suggestions
There are a number of areas (e.g. Core IMS, Security, Management, Accounting ...) where it would be beneficial to appoint a "Liaison Technical contact", and a perfect person to take on that function would be somebody used to (or able to) attend the relevant meetings on both TISPAN and 3GPP sides.

This will be proposed at next TISPAN for certain Technical areas.

As the work will progress on TISPAN_NGN R2 and on 3GPP Rel-7, more joint meetings may be useful to strengthen the collaboration and convergence of specifications/documentation, and the "Liaison Technical contact" would be instrumental to make this happen.

A.3 – What about another Workshop (between TISPAN and 3GPP on FMC)
TISPAN is finalizing its TISPAN_NGN Release 1 effort (8 deliverables are published, 14 others are for approval at TISPAN#9 and some 20 others are hoped to be completed during TISPAN#9 and approved to go for approval (by correspondence).

Release 1 has focused on conversational services.

Release 2 will consolidate this and address new requirements, such as Content distribution (including IPTV, VoD ...), and will start immediately in 2006.

It would be beneficial to start considering yet another Joint TISPAN-3GPP Workshop in the May-June timeframe to discuss the NGN-R2 issues common to (or of interest to) 3GPP Release 7 ongoing activities.
