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Abstract of document:

3GPP defined the Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA) in Release 6. The Release 6 GBA is based on 3G USIMs and ISIMs, i.e., 3G GBA. The security level of 3G Authentication and Key Agreement is higher than the 2G SIM authentication. On the other hand, there are more than one billion people with SIMs in their phones and it will take long time to provision UICCs capable of 3G authentication to such a large population. Meanwhile there should be a way to offer services whose authentication is based on GAA also to 2G subscribers; i.e. 2G GBA.

This TR describes which change requests are to be implemented in addition to the release 6 specifications TS 33.220 [1], TS 29.109 [2], and TS 24.109 [3] to enable the usage of 2G GBA.

Outstanding Issues:

None, although this TR is reactive to the CRs needed to implement 2G GBA and so other issues may arise.
Contentious Issues:
