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1. Overall Description:

ETSI TC MSG would like to thank SA1 for its LS on eCall requirements.  MSG is pleased to provide the clarifications required as well as to suggest additional points that should be added to the technical report. 

2. Clarifications on the issues raised by SA1

2.1  Availability of MSD to PSAP Operator

With regards to the time to make the MSD available to the PSAP operator, MSG would like to clarify that this time is measured from the time the MSD is available in the terminal already registered on to the network, to when it is delivered to the interface to the PSAP. The value of 4 seconds has been derived from the call completion time for Emergency Call in the UK.

2.2  Requirements on delivery of information to the PSAP

MSG would like to clarify that it is still required even for an eCall to provide the location and other information associates with an E112 call as currently specified in 3GPP Technical Specifications 

2.3  Specification Timescale

MSG acknowledges the delay and is content to accept that the functionality will be made available possibly in Release 7. 

2.4  Additional clarifications

In addition to the already identified use cases, the MSG would like SA1 to consider the following points

2.4.1 Description of use case for automated or manually initiated  test calls made through the IVS connecting to a test PSAP 

2.4.2 
Requirement to fall back to “normal” E112 call if eCall fails

2.4.3 support by IP Multimedia Subsystem  and UMTS Terrestrial Radio Access Network  and Evolved UMTS Terrestrial Radio Access Network 

2.4.4 Minimal changes to 3GPP Technical Specifications for a satisfactory design

2.4.5 Disabling of MS ISDN and/or SIM/USIM when vehicle is deregistered or destroyed
