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1. Overall Description:

ETSI TC TISPAN sent an LS about "endorsement of 3GPP specifications" to 3GPP CT and SA. The LS is available in CT-050653 and SP-050654. 3GPP would like to inform TISPAN of the following 3GPP position.

Regarding the action point given to 3GPP


"ETSI TISPAN NGN project asks 3GPP to make release 7 versions available of endorsed specifications, and their dependent references, where these do not already exist"
3GPP agreed to produce all the missing Rel-7 3GPP specifications, as requested by TISPAN.

It was also commented that the references to 3GPP Rel-7 specifications  within TISPAN specifications should point to the latest available Rel-7 version of the TS rather than specifically referencing the 'currently available version of 3GPP specifications' as indicated in TISPAN LS. Referencing to a specific version of a TS would omit any subsequent corrections and improvements, including the TISPAN originated ones.

As a general comment, 3GPP would like to avoid any future divergence between specifications used by both 3GPP and TISPAN and strongly recommends that TISPAN references rather than copies the appropriate 3GPP IMS specifications which should include NGN specific requirements. 

This will ensure that future changes apply to both TISPAN and 3GPP systems.  

Regarding the appointment of a liaison contact (addendum from the TISPAN chairman – points A.1 & A.2)

3GPP acknowledge the appointment of a Liaison Coordinator. 

Regarding the proposal of 'Liaison Technical contact' people, 3GPP would recommend a single point of contact, ideally the same person as the Liaison Coordinator.

From 3GPP side we would like to nominate Alain Sultan from ETSI MCC as the 3GPP Liaison coordinator. 

Additionally to these formal contact persons those companies that are active both in TISPAN and 3GPP have been doing an efficient co-ordination of the technical issues in the past and 3GPP hopes that this good practice continues.

Regarding the need for a joint Workshop between TISPAN and 3GPP (addendum from the TISPAN chairman – point A.3)

3GPP acknowledge the possible need for a joint workshop but this should be discussed only when the need for one is identified by WGs. 

If and when setting up such a workshop, when considering the invitations it should be kept in mind that there are also other organisations involved in generating the requirements for fixed network evolution, such as CableLabs.

Regarding the timescale of Release 2 of TISPAN, 3GPP would like to outline that the freezing of the Rel-7 stage 1 requirements is due on the December 2005 version. 

It is not possible to add substantial enhancements to the service requirements or the architecture of Rel-7 after the end of 2005 but Rel-7 protocol enhancements will still be possible until the freezing of the release. Therefore the mapping of TISPAN release 2 requirements needs to be done on case by case basis. TISPAN members are requested to contribute to SA1 on the service requirements related issues.
