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1. Overall Description:


In RAN2#53 meeting, RAN2 has discussed a mechanism, called local service change (LSC), in order to optimise the signalling exchange during the service change between Video-Telephony (VT) and Speech (R2-061120). With LSC, service change is not handled at NAS level but at AS level. 

Then, other working groups (put in copy of present liaison statement) were liaised so that they identify foreseen issues raised by the introduction of local service change in UMTS. These working groups have all replied to RAN2.

This liaison statement is for information for all working groups and RAN2 would like to take the opportunity to thank all working groups for their feedback on local service change.

This liaison statement is for action for SA.


RAN2 has also analysed the introduction of local service change in RAN2 specifications and LSC impacts on RAN2 specifications are provided below, in first analysis:

· UE capabilities (TS 25.306): 

· Addition of a new UE capability called "Support for Local Service Change" with value range "Yes/No" in the "General capabilities";

· RRC (TS 25.331): 

· Addition of a new UE capability information element in message "RRC connection setup complete"; 

· Action performed by the RNC when such message is received with "Support of Local Service Change" UE capability set to "Yes": e.g. this information may be stored in the RNC in a variable to be defined; 

· The way the RNC detects bad (resp. good) radio conditions for a UE in VT (resp. Speech) call. Multirate AMR principles could be used; 

· Action performed by the RNC to change of service from VT to Speech (resp. from Speech to VT) when bad (resp. good) radio conditions are detected for a UE supporting LSC. Multirate AMR principles could be used and the RRC "Transport Format Combinaison Control" message is used with TFCI corresponding to multirate AMR (resp. VT codec) rate to make the UE change of service; 
· RAB combinations (TR 25.993 / TS 34.108): 

· Addition of an extended radio bearer, supporting both VT transport formats and multirate AMR transport formats. This could be a merging of the VT RAB combinations introduced with CR 64 on TR 25.993 i.e. R2-060637 (RAN2#51) and the multirate AMR RAB combination.

LSC impacts on RAN2 specifications do not seem major at first glance but this would need to be considered further if requested by other groups. 

2. Actions:

To SA, RAN3, SA1, SA2, SA4, SA5, CT1, CT3, CT4 groups.
ACTION: 
RAN2 kindly asks groups to:

1) Consider RAN2 analysis of the LSC impacts on RAN2 specifications. RAN2 can bring more information on LSC on request from other groups;

2) Note that RAN2 is not able to make any recommendation on local service change since the major impacts seem to come from the media gateway and the charging.
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
