Introduction

This paper proposes to grant the exception for One Tunnel Deployment Guideline as a late rel-7 item.
Discussion
In SA2#55 meeting, it was agreed to have a TR for guiding the One Tunnel network deployment and operation. And in SA#34, it was agreed to have such TR of One Tunnel Deployment Guideline as a part of One Tunnel WID. This TR contains deployment guidelines for the use of direct tunnelling of user plane data between the RNC and the GGSN (known as One Tunnel approach) and highlights the impacts of Direct Tunnel solution to the current UMTS system and the potential deployment limitations which can be used for guiding the equipment development and network deployment.
The TR of One Tunnel Deployment Guideline aims to help people understand One Tunnel Solution better and provide a guiding for the One Tunnel network deployment and operation. Therefore, it shall be regarded as a part of the whole One Tunnel Solution. Due to the limited meeting time, the One Tunnel solution was only completed in SA2 St-Louis meeting; and as SA2 was supposed to start discussion on the TR after the completion of the technical solution, the progress on the TR is limited. Furthermore, during the SA2 workplan discussion, it was mentioned that the TR is not a feature by itself, may be release independent, so this TR may not need be regarded as the exception of a late Rel-7 item.
Therefore, we would like SA: to confirm whether this TR is release independent; if not, to grant the attached exception sheet and recommend SA2 to give sufficient meeting time for discussion on the TR for next meeting to secure its delivery as part of Rel-7.
