Introduction

TSG RAN#35 discussed a proposal to study various techniques for enhancing the radio access network functionality to provide improved mobility support with non-3GPP systems. Such techniques include inter-system radio measurements, neighbour cell lists, channel band etc. TSG RAN concluded that before a study item is initiated, the requirements on non-3GPP/3GPP mobility scenarios need to be identified and prioritized. TSG RAN agreed to arrange a RAN workshop before TSG RAN#36 with this objective (see RAN status report to SA). The contributions in the workshop will be from individual 3GPP members.
However, to further strengthen the TSG RAN requirements analysis, it is considered appropriate that SA1 identify prioritized non-3GPP access systems and their service requirements for support for mobility with 3GPP systems and present a consolidated view in the RAN workshop.
To aid SA1 in this requirements analysis, it is proposed to officially ask external organisations by means of liaison statement(s) what requirements they may have on 3GPP/non-3GPP interworking and provide the reply to SA1.
Attached is a draft liaison statement intended for 3GPP2.
2 Proposal
It is proposed that TSG SA agree on the principles of collecting requirements on 3GPP/non-3GPP interworking as outlined in this document, and approve the attached liaison statement.
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1. Overall Description

Currently, 3GPP is going through long term evolution and architecture evolution with several active work items and study items. Important tasks of this long term evolution include reduced latency, improved system capability, reduced cost per bit, and higher user data rates. As reflected in the current SAE work items, IP based 3GPP services will be provided through various access technologies.
To further clarify what interworking scenarios and mobility requirements may exist regarding interworking between 3GPP2 and 3GPP systems, 3GPP2 is invited to provide this input to 3GPP. Such input should be provided to the 3GPP SA WG1 for further analysis and agreement on the requirements.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
Consider interworking scenarios between 3GPP2 and 3GPP systems (e.g. EV-DO Rev A – LTE) and provide this input to 3GPP TSG SA WG1 together with the timing requirements on specification availability.
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
