On closure of ETSI TC SMG, the active ones were transferred to TC MSG; the version shown in the table reflects that current at the time of the transfer and should NOT be used to indicate the current version.

The worksheet "to upgrade to Rel-7" lists around 400 TSs and TRs which

· exist at Release 6; and

· have not been upgraded to Release 7 by virtue of an approved CR or because of TSG decision (eg so that they can be referenced by ITU Recommendations)

and which are therefore proposed to be upgraded to Release 7 following the present meeting.  (It is possible that CRs approved at the current meeting imply creation of a Release 7 version of the corresponding Specs, but obviously the present document does not take that into consideration.)   Excluded from the list are:

· xx.8xx-type TRs (which are normally transitory, are not published by the 3GPP Partners, and are not referenced from other TSs or TRs); and

· any specs which the responsible group has declared are not to be upgraded for whatever reason (and which the responsible group has checked or has agreed to check are not reference from any other 3GPP Release 7 spec).

The TSGs are asked to approve this list.  (In fact, TSG GERAN will decide the matter following its meeting in August 2007).  MCC will upgrade the specs after all CR implementations and after issuing of all specs for which drafts were approved at the current meetings.  Thus they may not be ready by the usual spec availability deadlines.  (And the GERAN specs will not be upgraded until after the meeting GERAN#35.)
