Personal UE Networks

General description

Personal UE Network features enable the management of multiple UEs belonging to a single user. In particular, customer needs who own more than one terminal and subscription are addressed, e.g. ordinary handset for telephony, car phone, PDA for emails when on the move, data card with laptop for work when in semi-stationary mode. Although those devices are mainly held for a particular usage, many are able to support more than one sort of services, e.g. telephony is supported by all but the data card.. Personal UE Networks are not aware of the presence of  other PNEs belonging to a user

Functionality enabled by Personal UE Networks comprises UE Redirection Service and Private network services.
Registration, configuration and interrogation procedures for PNM are supported via IMS capable PN UEs, via a web client or by administrative procedures.
