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1. Overall Description:

In the CS domain a requirement – capability for (U)SIM-less emergency calls – has been in place for a long time and is not in question. This is dictated by the fact in various regions local regulators require this capability.

When deploying the VoIMS capability over LTE, it is expected that in some deployment or roaming scenarios there could be no fall-back CS technology onto which place emergency calls. So, in this case, emergency calls need to be supported over LTE using VoIMS. In this circumstance it is quite certain that regulators will require the same behavior from LTE VoIMS as users are expecting from placing emergency calls over CS networks (as from a user standpoint a handset capable to place an emergency call is a black-box and he/she should not be aware of its technology dependent capabilities).

It should therefore be considered that for LTE, VoIMS needs to meet the same regulatory requirements as CS networks, to allow for the commercial launch of the LTE VoIMS capability on a global scale.

2. Actions:

SA asks SA1 to consider the clear needs to support emergency calls over LTE also in UICC-less case to make LTE deployable to offer regulated (i.e. commercial) voice service in all regions and across all operators that would like to deploy it.
