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1. Introduction
Currently, both 3GPP and IETF are discussing on IPv6 migration. 3GPP covers both host and the network.  IETF v4-v6 framework mainly focuses on network side. (http://www.ietf.org/id/draft-ietf-behave-v6v4-framework-00.txt). 

The Study Item of IPv6 migration in SA2 will look into the scenarios, requirements and will collect the opinions and concepts from the mobile side. It would then be very beneficial to engage in a joint activity between 3GPP and IETF so that 3GPP can leverage some solutions developed in IETF. To this end, China Mobile would like to host a joint meeting between 3GPP and IETF. 
2. Organizers and Attendees
SA2#75 has discussed the notion of an official joint meeting on Ipv6 migration between 3GPP and IETF, and has found it beneficial. An Invitation has been sent to CT 45 plenary (CP-090735) to become engaged in organizing and participating such a joint activity. CT1 and CT4, as the WGs of primary relevance, have kindly agreed to co-organize and provide experts for the joint meeting. 
3. Information of the Meeting
A co-located meeting of SA1, SA2, CT1, CT3, CT4, CT6 will be held at San Francisco on February 22 - 26, 2010. March 1-2, on the adjacent week, is an ideal candidate to organize such a joint SA/CT/IETF meeting. This timing allows SA2 to make further progress of its Study Item, while still allow IETF to weigh in with their expertise before conclusions are reached. This timing and location is also thought to be ideal for the IETF experts.
