- service numbers in the home network, or a number dialled according to the dialling plan of the home network (even if the user is roaming). These numbers are termed home-local numbers in stage 2 and 3;

- service numbers in the visited network, or a number dialled according to the dialling plan of the visited network. These numbers are termed geo-local numbers in stage 2 and 3;
Some of these are not covered in stage 1 specification.
2. When making an IMS call, the called-party number needs to include LCI. According to stage 3 specification (see 24.229, subclause 5.1.2A.1.5) LCI can be entered or selected by the subscriber, or can be a "pre-configured" value. Also even though home operator's local policy can define a prefix string(s) to enable subscribers to differentiate dialling a geo-local number and/or a home-local number, it is not mandatory to use such prefix.  Support for Local Numbers in the IMS
A number or short code originating from a UE may correspond to a local number based on HPLMN/VPLMN's numbering plan, a service number in the HPLMN/VPLMN, or a private numbering plan. 
A number or short code may have a local context indicator  (LCI) added to it. The value of an LCI helps the HPLMN to route the call and, if necessary, route the call to the country/VPLMN/private network of origin. The LCI may include:
-
access specific information consist of e.g. country code plus network code, country code plus area code, or an identification of a private numbering plan; 
-
the home domain;

-
an indication that UE does not support processing of the dialled string; or

-
any other value entered by the user.
If the HPLMN cannot interpret the number or short code based on the included LCI, the HPLMN may apply policies to translate local numbers to globally routable identity and to route the call.
The HPLMN shall analyse the received number and route the call as follows:

-
If the number or short code has an LCI, the HPLMN should interpret the short code to a globally routable URI or E.164 number according to the value of the LCI, and then correctly route the call. If the HPLMN is unable to resolve or route the received number then an error message shall be returned to the originating UE.
