	Consequences if not included in Release 12:
	It would not be possible for the operator to apply different charging rates in specific Presence Reporting areas (home zones, specific areas) to all its subscribers, in the case PCRF is not deployed.


Abstract of document: 
CNO_ULI feature, based on the conclusions of TR 23.843, introduces:

1. The concept of UE dedicated Presence Reporting Area and MME/SGSN predefined Presence Reporting Area as a set of TA/RAs, eNBs and/or cells, by which Presence Reporting Area reporting occurs only when a UE enters or leaves the Presence Reporting Area, and

2. The possibility for the PCC to request ULI reporting only when the UE is active. 

For item 1 the following open issue remains:

Whether credit reauthorization triggers for Presence Reporting area is supported for the case when PCRF is not enabled for the PDN connection, but OCS is enabled; and if so, how it could be supported. 
For item 2 all Stage 2 requirements have been completed.
